Football Math Responsibilities 

In the football and sports world, there are many ways that we can be a part of the action, without being on the field.  There are many careers that allow people to be a part of the team, while using their brainpower to help out.

In football math, you will learn about how math and football can all be brought together!  In the NFL, people can be a Scout, Statistician, Sports Journalist, Manager and more…

You and your team will be responsible to help each other complete a football math drill.  Every time the league (class) successfully tackles a drill, you and your team will move onto another football math drill.

Each drill will begin with a:

Pre-Draft – complete a set of 10 questions individually.  

Meeting – instruction facilitated by coaches 

Team Practice – you and your team will complete the problems given to you by your coaches.  For every correct answer your team will earn points towards a “shot” at the end of the drill.  The team with the most points at the end of the season wins.

Retirement – complete a set of 10 questions individually. 

There are 6 Drills in the season:

Statistician (whole numbers: addition and subtraction) 

Scout (whole numbers: multiplication and division)

Sports Journalist (fractions: addition and subtraction)

Manager (fractions: multiplication and division) 

Payroll specialist (decimals: addition and subtraction)

 Sports analyst (decimals: multiplication and division)

· Share thoughts and strategies for solving the problem

· Complete the drill together!
